Water Quality Theme in Hydrology  (Dr Michael Barrett)
My thinking on the series of classes was that the first would be an intro to issues in urban hydrology.  (Class of Tuesday February 26)
The second would focus mainly on the variety of both dispersed and end-of-pipe water quality management practices. (Class of Thursday March 27)
The third would be geared to analysis of water quality data and determining performance of BMPs. (Class of Thursday April 3)
The assignment will be a comparison of water quality at the Far West basin (water quality retrofit of a detention facility) and Jollyville (a sand filter) – determine if the quality of the runoff in the two watersheds is significantly different, which pollutants are reduced in each type of facility and whether one facility has performance superior to the other.
I would like to do the field trip on Saturday, April 5 from about 10-2. I would like to show them a “typical” sand filter, a retention/irrigation facility, possibly the Central Market Pond, the Far West basin, and Jollyville (so they can see the sites they will analyze). The side discharge weir on Shoal Creek at NW Park might also be an option for a brief stop.
